Identifying Australian Stations
by Don Kenney

There are two "metropolitan" networks. These are identified as the first and
second networks. They are broadcast over the high powered transmltters in each of
the 6 state capitols and in Canberra.

. There are seven 3rd networks ~ one for each State and one for the Northern
Territory. From 0300-0400 EST (1800-1900 AEST) the East Australian regionals
originate their own programming. From 0400 on, the 3rd Network will relay either
the first or second network programmlng. In the 0300-0400 pericd, stations either
originate their own programming or relay small regiocnal networks. Thus during these
time slots ID's for individual stations or a small group of stations will be heard.

After 0400 all the regionals carry the 3rd network program for their states.
The exception is 2NB-760, Broken Hill which relays the South Australian 3rd network,
These networks can be identified either at the normal station breaks or by the last
5 minutes of the 0400-0415 ard 0A0N-0615 newscasts, which are statewide news.

The iD's after 0400 seem to have the same format: first the networks, then
the call letters of the first or second network stations being relayed, a general
identification of the regiocnals, then any other stations in the network. "These
other stations are short wave relays, 2MB is often (always) mentioned exp11c1tLy
in the New South Wales 3rd network ID. Thus the K.S.W. 3rd network ID is usually
something like, "This is the ABC, First and third networks. ZFC Sydney, the N.S.W.
regionals, 2CY Canberra and VLIS shortwave." Offhand, I can!t verify that 2ZFC is
first network or that VLIS ever relays the same statlon that the 3rd network is
relaying.- Anyway, you get the idea.

- The South Australian network has newscast at-the same time that the. AEST
stations have them, despite the 1% hour time difference.

Many Australian commercial stations - particularly the country statlons relay
the ABC news broadeasts.

The BCB DX'er demands more performance from a receiver than does any cother kind
of listener. One bad tube can make all the difference between a rare catch and
a local "spur". Neglect of receiver alignment can mean the difference between
pulling audio from a split and listening instead to adjacent channel sideband
splash. If you haven't checked your tubes in the last 6 months, the chances are
that you're missing DX right now. Don't settle for "fair" quality tubes - get
new ones that test way up in the green. If you haven't had your receiver re=-
aligned in the last year, you're probably suffering far more from sideband
splash than you have to. How many hours of listening time have you wasted
because of neglected eguipment?.
