Rewrite 

Much has been w r i t t e n i n the trade press and w i t h i n the pages of DX NEWS 
about upcoming changes i n FCC R u l e s . S t a r t i n g September 23, 1979, and 
l a s t i n g for 10 weeks, the most important i n t e r n a t i o n a l r ad i o conference 
to be held i n 20 years w i l l occur . The r e s u l t s of that conference , once 
r a t i f i e d by the United S t a t e s Congress and signed by the P r e s i d e n t , w i l l 
f ind I t s way Into FCC R u l e s . 

The fo l lowing summary i s taken from the f i n a l r epor t of the FCC I n i t s 
4 - y ea r p repa ra t ion of United S t a t e s p o s i t i o n s to he submitted to that 
conference . The United S t a t e s w i l l have one vote so i t should not be 
assumed that each of our proposals w i l l be c a r r i e d . F u r t h e r , i t i s 
expected that more than a year w i l l pass a f t e r the meeting ends before 
the new FCC Rules w i l l take e f f e c t . 

The Report and Order, as i t i s c a l l e d by the FCC, runs about 600 pages 
and dea l s w i th a l l telecommunications s u b j e c t s . I have s e l e c t e d only 
those paragraphs which dea l w i th MW broadcast ing and have ind i ca ted the 
F C C ' s paragraph numbering system. I n add i t i on , I have omitted c e r t a i n 
sentences i n the Report which do not add m a t e r i a l l y to the substance of 
the F C C ' s c o n c l u s i o n s .

REPORT AND ORDER 

I n the Matter of p reparat ion for the General World Admin i s t r a t i v e Radio 
Conference of the I n t e r n a t i o n a l Telecommunications Union to cons ider 
r e v i s i o n of the I n t e r n a t i o n a l Radio Regu l a t i ons . T h i s Report and Order 
terminates the preparatory proceedings. 

1 . The ITU i s an i n t e r n a t i o n a l o rgan iza t ion of 154 member nat ions and 
has a h i s t o r y dat ing back to 1865. I t i s headquartered i n Geneva, 
Sw i t ze r l and . Through the ITU , nat ions cooperate i n the use of t e l e ­
communications of a l l k inds to prevent I n t e r f e r e n c e , to provide common 
standards , and to promote the development of e f f i c i e n t t e c h n i c a l f a c i l i ­
t i e s . Each country p a r t i c i p a t e s on an equal b a s i s . 

24. A proposal to expand the standard broadcast ing (AM) band was con ­
ce ived to provide for the future growth of the s e r v i c e . Access to more 
spectrum would enable the estab l ishment of new broadcast s t a t i o n s i n 
l o c a t i o n s where i t i s e i t h e r t e c h n i c a l l y or economical ly imposs ib le i n 
the e x i s t i n g band. T h i s could r e s u l t i n the f i r s t a u r a l s e r v i c e i n some 
communities now denied that s e r v i c e . 

25. An a l t e r n a t i v e approach recommended by amateurs, the e l e c t r i c power 
community and others was to rede f ine the t e c h n i c a l b a s i s for the use of 
the e x i s t i n g broadcast band, 535-1605 kHz, through the impos i t ion of 
9 kHz channel spac ing . The t e c h n i c a l f e a s i b i l i t y of t h i s concept has 
been e s t a b l i s h e d i n Regions 1 and 3 ( i e . , a l l but the Western Hemisphere) 
under cond i t i ons which e x i s t i n those r eg ions . (The FCC determines 
that ) s tud i e s would be requ i red to determine the t e c h n i c a l , opera t iona l 
and economic s u i t a b i l i t y for use i n Region 2 (Western Hemisphere) due to 
the d i f f e r e n t approach to broadcast s t a t i o n assignment, p r o t ec t i on c r i ­
t e r i a and antenna des ign c u r r e n t l y u t i l i z e d here . 

26. The American Radio Relay League (ARRL) a l s o made an a l t e r n a t i v e 
proposal to convert the AM b roadcast ing s e r v i c e to a form of s i ng l e 
sideband emiss ion , and i n con junc t i on , recommended a reduct ion i n channel 
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spacing to 8 kHz. The technique, known as compatible s i g n a l sideband 
' (CSSB ) , was cons idered by the ARRL to be s u i t a b l e for use by that s e r v i c e . 
When combined wi th the reduced channel spac ing , ARRL ind i c a t ed 27 add i ­
t i o n a l channels would be a v a i l a b l e w i t h i n the present band. 

27. The s u i t a b i l i t y of CSSB for AM broadcast ing has been e x t e n s i v e l y 
exp lored , both i n the United S t a t e s and by the I n t e r n a t i o n a l Radio 
C o n s u l t a t i v e Committee (CC IR ) . The conc lus i on g iven by the ARRL can 
not be cons idered c o n s i s t e n t w i th the i n t e r n a t i o n a l dia logue on the 
s u b j e c t . The ARRL proposal does not spec i f y the system of CSSB to be 
employed. We conclude that the ARRL proposal does not c o n s t i t u t e a 
v i a b l e a l t e r n a t i v e to the proposal to expand the broadcast ing band. 

28. Broadcast expansion a l s o waa proposed i n the low-frequency spectrum 
at 115-190 kHz. 

29. The need for such expansion was questioned by s e v e r a l p a r t i e s i n the 
context of ba l anc ing the needs of the broadcast ing s e r v i c e w i th those of 
the e l e c t r i c u t i l i t i e s and power l i n e c a r r i e r operat ions . 

30. The NAB s ta ted that broadcast s t a t i o n s i n the LF band would be at a 
severe economic disadvantage due to the l i m i t e d audience. CPB 's b r i e f s 
on the proposal and the success of LF broadcast ing i n other pa r t s of the 
world suggest otherwise . 

31. The f e a s i b i l i t y of sha r ing the LF band wi th the high power s e r v i c e s 
of other s e r v i c e s has not been demonstrated to (the FCC 1 a) s a t i s f a c t i o n . 
We acknowledge the Importance of power l i n e c a r r i e r operat ions i n t h i s 
band. There fo re , LF broadcast ing a l l o c a t i o n s i n t h i s band have been 
withdrawn. 

32. The proposal to expand the AM broadcast a l l o c a t i o n i n the band 
1615-1860 kHz i s the best means of s t r i k i n g a balance between the needs 
of both the broadcast ing and other s e r v i c e s whi le caus ing minimum impact 
to the other s e r v i c e s operat ing i n the band. 

33. The FCC i s proposing to a l l o c a t e part of the 1615-1800 kHz band to 
b roadcas t ing and part to r a d i o l o c a t i o n s e r v i c e s sub jec t to i n t e r n a t i o n a l 
c oo rd ina t i on . S ince the spectrum between 1800-1860 kHz i s more use fu l 
to the b roadcas t ing s e r v i c e for propagation coverage r easons , we are 
proposing to a l l o c a t e the band 1800-1860 kHz e x c l u s i v e l y to b roadcas t ing . 

34. The FCC recogn izes that these higher f requencies provide a shor te r 
range daytime s e r v i c e for a g iven power output but po ints out t h i s would 
enable the c l o s e r spac ing of s t a t i o n s on those f r equenc ies . While i t i s 
t rue that n ightt ime i n t e r f e r ence l e v e l s are greater than i n the e x i s t i n g 
band, t h i s merely reduces the nightt ime s e r v i c e area of these s t a t i o n s . 

36. The bands 525-535 kHz and 1605-1615 kHz are a l s o a l l o c a t e d to the 
broadcast ing s e r v i c e but i t i s to be c l e a r l y understood that s t a t i o n s 
operat ing at 530 kHz and 1610 kHz w i l l be i n the T r a v e l l e r ' s Information 
S e r v i c e only and that no r egu l a r commercial b roadcast ing w i l l be per ­
mi t t ed .

Through 
the combined efforts of TOG and GWDXA members, both WMAQ 4 KB0I stood by for the TEST. The 
former was a s igni f icant acconqjlishment, made possible i n part by TOG GM Les Robinson'* 
CALLING the stations the day of the TEST, from Dillingham, jus t to make sure they'd be of f . 
The entire sta f f of the stat ion was there for the' TEST, giving EE 4 Eskimo descriptions of 
Dillingham, TOG, the Club and DXing, plus CIDs 4 VIDs, e tc . , t ru ly a phenomenal ef fort . The 
CE had spent the entire previous day working the XR up to exactly i t s maximum 5kw output. 
Only one thing was wrong - CX were t e r r i b l e . Here they were the worst of any night i n fix 
months, at l e a s t . They were barely heard i n the NW, 4 I 'm sure, not at a l l i n other part* 
of the country. Nevertheless, thank yous should go out to both TOG and Les Robinson, 4 to 
WMAQ for agreeing to stand by; with good CX, i t would have been a TEST everybody would long 
have remembered!

Mentions of DX TESTs or Clubs are not i l l e g a l as long as the station doesn't say 
they are testing spec i f i ca l l y for the GLub - "has been publicized by" or i t s l i k e i s better. 
There are also important differences i n what daytime-only stations and those l icensed f u l l -
time can do. There ARE ways to get around ru les ; i t sounds l i k e ni t -p icking, but tha t ' s the 
FCC's specialty, h i . Otherwise the CPC wouldn't have f lourished a l l these years. C U N 7 .

WACQ-1150 4 WTTK-100.7 FM have changed hands and are now both VRUE, ef fective 
l / l /79 . I n a move of inoonprehensible stupidity, they have adopted a "Muzak" format. Bos­
ton needed another "mush-Muzak" stat ion l i k e Custer needed another Indian! We already have 
WHET 4 WWX on AM and nearly a dozen area FM stations playing the wimpy, i n A p l d sound of 
lush , so-called "beaut i fu l " , str ing renditions of pop tunes. Can a supposedly "hip" town 
l i k e th is be lame enough to support a l l of these pablum-pushersT This leads on to the 
greater picture - a regrettable story of format-shrinkage i n the Boston market; th is i s prob­
ably paral le led i n other major c i t i e s . I n the early ' 7 0 ' s , Boston AM provided News/talk, 
T-40, fo lk, MoR, re l ig ion, soul, c/w, o ldies, big bands/showtunes, c l mx, Muzal, progressive 
rock, and ethnic programming. Now, with the same number of stat ions, we have l o s t the c/w, 
oldies, big bands, c l a s s i c a l , 4 progressive rock formats. AM radio has suffered as dul l 
"me-too MoR/easy rock" prol i ferates among the suburban stat ions. Boston sorely needs a good 
c/w station and an AMer with a "hard toR" approach (a l a Mark Parenteau of WBCN-FM). Such 
an AoR station would be a sort of "IrtGTR without the MoR" 4 would be oriented to new wave, 
hard disco, heavy metaL, and well-known rock o ld ies . An important thrust of such a stat ion 
would be the inc lus ion of B r i t i s h 4 West Coast h i t s before other stations get them. The 
loca l AM radio s i tuat ion w i l l have to change, or the FM stations (themselves not A l that i n ­
novative) w i l l continue to increase t h A r dominance of the rat ings.
