On this half-sabbatical., starting this January, my wife & I have moved from our
usual logation in Fredicton, NB to Stockport at the edge of Manchester, England,
not far from Liverpowl or N Wales. For DXing, I bought the new Grundig Yachkhoy
400 in Toronto for $300 Canadian. It has turned out to be an effective compact
portable. Tt featores MW & LW, Jouble conversion for SW, 58B, cwitchable steps of
thz, 5hz, 9hz or 10hz, stereo regeption through headphones of FM, alsno 40 memer-
ies. A nifty feature is & fighing-rod type reel for a pull-out antemna for SW the-
at can be plugged in. The audio is quite good, and the selectivity decent., espec-
ially with the narrow Skhz setting, quite effective getting around adjacent-chan-
nel splatter, prokably unusual for a compact portable. The sensitivity seems
quite good on LW, MW bt I'm not sure how tha SW compares with other portables of
its price range. Anyone got observations? There 1s of course. great variety on
Lw & MW, which I have surveyed fn a bandscan which I sent in. Though many chann-—
els are a muddle, including a couple on LW, gquite a few are affective clear chan-
nets from different countries. especlally Norway, France, Luxembourg, Treland. Tht-
aly, Spain, Belgium, Germany, Albania. The furthest ko date has been Fgypt & Rus-
sia. The salt-water path on the W part of Britain must be quite influential, as
Spain, Algeria., Moroggo are relatively strong hetre. with Spain audible all day
using an external loop. Since T was last in Britain in 1988, T sure naticed the
flood of low-power commercial stations, many with strong regional accents which I
find fascinaking. Though I have used the radio's internal ferrite-rod for the
loggings, T did bring a collapsible loop which I built to fit a small suitcase.

As a passive tunabkle loop, when you set 1t up, it brings a dramatic beaosk in
sengitivity. A= T remember receiving Saudi Arabia-1571 so often at home with the
Yaesu FRG7700 & the Ceonnelly phasing unit, I expected it to flood in here., but T
have no sign of it so far. Same with Senegal-765. T shall look for TA's, as [
can shift to the 1 khz steps. T note that Algerifa-981 is guite a lot stronger th-
an Algeria-891. A new twist is a relay ¢f Trans-World Radic wia Tirana, Alkania-
1395. T was surprilsed to hear an English news broadcast from Fadie Moscow World
Service-1323 with a reasonable signal at 9AM {with the extermnal loop).
