WHAT'S UP IN MONTREAL LITTLETON

Denis Picard writes on 1/19: “In a half-page ad this morning in ‘La Presse’ newspaper, CBF-690
confirms that it will cease broadcasting on AM from Friday Jan 22 (I'm not sure if CBM-940 did the
same in English newspapers, though).”

Sheldon Harvey of the Canadian International DX Club sent us the following more lengthy notice
on the same day:

“I have just received information from a source within the head office of Radio-Canada in Montreal,
who wishes to remain anonymous, that the French language CBC AM outlet on 690 kHz. CBF (which
has been simulcasting on 95.1 MHz since January 1998) will be going silent at some point overnight
Thursday night into Friday morning. The exact time was not known, but it was indicated that the 690
kHz should be silent as of 5 AM Eastern time Friday morning, January 22, 1999.

“It is not known at this time if the same will happen with the English network station on 940 kHz.,
CBM, which has been simulcasting on 88.5 MHz FM. I am looking into this story and will forward
further information when available.

“CRTC hearing are being held in Montreal on February 15, 1999, where six different applications
are being heard regarding the two frequencies (690 kHz and 940 kHz).

“One of the applications is by the CBC to reclaim the frequency of 690 kHz to be used for their new
proposed French language news and information service. CBC has also applied for 940 kHz should
their application for 690 be turned down. Mount Royal broadcasting is applying for both 690 and 940
to be used for their two current AM stations CKVL 850 kHz and CIQC 600 kHz respectively.

“Radio-Nord, a company based in Hull, Quebec, is also applying for both frequencies, to be used
for new English and French country music AM stations.

“The feeling within the broadcast community in Montreal at this point seems to give CBC the in-
side track to retain the 690 kHz frequency, and for CKVL-850 kHz to obtain the 940 frequency. This will
all be decided by the CRTC at the hearing to be held in Montreal on February 15, 1999 at the Holiday
Inn at 99 Viger Street. These hearings are open to the public.

“It will be interesting to see if Mount Royal Broadcasting and Radio-Nord use the CBC's claims
against them in the hearings. CBC made a lot of noise when they applied to move their two AM
stations to FM, telling the CRTC that the radio listenership was moving away from AM and that they
needed to move to FM to stay competitive. They also claimed that the FM signals would serve their
listeners with a better, stronger and clearer signal. Now they re-apply for one of the AM frequencies
which they wanted to get away from. It should be most interesting.

“In an unrelated story, I have obtained information that the new French language station licensed
by the CRTC, CJMS for 1320 kHz. in St. Constant, Quebec, not yet on the air, has applied for a fre-
quency change. They have requested 1040 kHz. The station had hoped to be on the air by the begin-
ning of the year (1999). The new target date is now March 1999. This will obviously be dependent on
their application to move frequency, as tower work will be required should the application be ap-
proved.”
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And Bruce Conti passes along: “According to various Canadian newspaper reports, the CBC is
planning to launch a French language all news service, with 940 targeted as a potential outlet when
CBM completes the move to FM.”

“IDXD” - This is for the distribution of Jim Renfrew’s International DX Digest. You will receive the
electronic version of the IDXD page when it's published. Publishing corresponds to DX News issues.
This is a closed conference, with only transmission of IDXD. You can not post to this list, just read what
is sent. Moderator: Jim Renfrew

“DXTIP” - This list will be for postings of catches, or abnormal receptions of stations which are
unusual, and shall be used only for an “alert” to others who DX. Discussions, comments, and other
traffic should be sent in the “AM” group. Please post only alert messages in this area, such as; “Just
noted WLW-700 off at 02:00 this morning.” or “I'm picking up KHND-1470 in Harvey ND right now.”

It is for private
individuals only, and can not be used for any commercial purposes. (Presently looking for a moderator

Others will be added on a “as needed” basis. w&
How to sign up. nnoo 1000
FIRST... read the basic rules below. Each of our listservs has its own rules, but here are the overall
guidelines.

1). If you change your e-mail account, please send a message to the request server and turn off your
old account before turning on the new one. We can not do it for you; you must send a message to
{listname}-request@nrcdxas.org and put in the body of the message unsubscribe {listname} {your old
address). If you don’t turn off your old email, it will cause a mess on our server, and the sysadmin gets
grouchy with you. (He has been known not to let you sign up under your new name, or put people into
twit files if you cause a mess).

2). When you sign up, put your real Email address in after the word SUBSCRIBE and the conference
name. You must use a “real” address, and not a reflector such as HOTMAIL.COM, YAHOO.COM,
AMSAT.ORG, etc. We use this just as a confirmation. Unless you have reason to hide your identity, this
should not be a problem. No one other than the sysadmin will see it.

3). Do not enclose files in messages, no matter how helpful you think you are being. Some users just
can’t download attachments, and some people pay by the minute to download mail! If you wish to
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share something, ask people to email you privately.

4). When replying to messages, please remove as much of the quoting as possible, and limit the
number of greater than signs. Keep the messages to a minimum.

5). Do not forward or copy in press releases just to contribute. Post only material which is for the
conference. If you do post something, you must remove all the headers, quoting and accent marks,
ads, notices, etc that are not relevant to the post.

6). When quoting another user not in the conference, site your sources! A name, publication, date, is
always in order.

Before you subscribe, understand one thing. I/we can not subscribe you, nor unsubscribe you. You
have to issue the coinmands that places you on the list, and takes you off. If you are confident that you
can do it, let’s move further on...

Each list has two addresses. One is the name of the conference, and the other is the little processor
guy that signs you up.

If you wish to join the RADIO conference, you need to tell the processor guy you want in. The way
you do this is...

1.Send a message to RADIO-REQUEST@NRCDXAS.ORG (note the -REQUEST)

2.In the subject line put Subscribe.

3.In the body of the message you put the words Subscribe Radio and your real user address. So if
your user address is don@juan.net, then it would look like this

subscribe radio don@juan.net

After you do this, in less than an hour you will receive back a message confirming your subscrip-
tion.

Henceforth, when you want to post to the conference you send a message to radio@nrcdxas.org.
The only time you send a message to radio-request@nrcdxas.org is when you want to subscribe, or
unsubscribe.

Remember that when you post to the group, you send to EVERYONE on the list, including your-
self! Remember this each time you press that reply key!

Unsubscribing from a conference

If you wish to quit a conference, you need to tell the processor guy you want out. The way you do
this is...

2.In the subject line put Unsubscribe.

3.In the body of the message you put the words Unsubscribe Newfee and your real user address. So
if your user address is curleyhoward@stooge.net, then it would look like this...

After you do this, in an hour you will receive back a message confirming you have been deleted.

Please be aware that you might get a few messages still in the system from newfee@nrcdxas.org,
but within 30-60 minutes all mail should stop from this address.
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Going on Vacation?

If you are going on vacation, it may be a good idea to unsunscribe from the conference, then sign
back up when you get home. The reason for this is that if your mail backs up too much, it could tell the
NRCDXAS.ORG mail server that you're gone, and place your address in the “dead address” file. Three
bad mail sessions and you are unsubscribed automatically from the list.

Bounces. Not just for Tiggers.

“Bounces” is a term given to mail which hits a server and is returned because of an address error or
mail processing error.

When a bounce comes back to the list, it’s like a letter sitting at the post office. After a while, enough
letters take up space (bytes).

1 have set the server to take people who bounce more than 5 message off their address. This is to
keep the system clean. If you suddenly note a loss of traffic, you could have been unsubscribed auto-
matically from the list.

It is good Netiquet to make sure that your mail does not bounce. Be sure to unsubscribe from a list
when you leave on vaction, or any stays away from the computer for a while.

Problems?
If you have a problem subscribing or unsubscribing, you must send me a copy of the message you
sent to the {list}-REQUEST@NRCDXAS.ORG address. If possible, include the headers of the message.
If you fail to send a copy of this message to me, I can’t help you figure out what happened.

Compuserve Users

Acommon problem our system has with addressing is with the comma in the address. The old style
of addresses might look like this... 1234,5678@compuserve.com.

The comma in 1234,5678@compuserve.com needs to be changed to a period so it looks like this...
1234.5678@compuserve.com.

I'm not sure why Compuserve has interchangable characters in the address, but I do know if you
try to sign up with an address that has a comma, (such as 1234,5678@compuserve.com), it will be
rejected by this system.

You also need to make certain when sending the subscribe in Compuserve to radio-
request@nrcdxax.org that you proceed the actual e-mail address with the lead a “Internet:”

Thus, the complete address from the standpoint of a Old Mail CompuServe customer is

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Taking a Trip Riding the Skip

By Charlie Bryant

Here at the end of the 20th century, informa-
tion comes in loud and clear. Your computer brings
e-mail from Arlington or Australia in minutes.
Cable or satellite TV can show you a war anywhere
in the world. You can call Grandma from the
Beltway on your cell phone.

But that’s for lazy modern people. You can use
old-fashioned technology, created nearly a hun-
dred years ago by men with big tubes and handle-
bar mustaches, to take you all over North America.
Idid it when I was a kid, and just last week, from
our own living room, my kids and 1 visited De-
troit, New Orleans, Boston, St. Louis, Nashville,
Schenectady, N.Y., Toronto, and Sarnia, Ontario.
We dug some music, heard the news, caught a set
at the Grand Ole Opry, listened to some business
talk, sat through some public service announce-
ments, and attended hockey games in
two different languages.

How did we do it? With an AM
radio. We rode the skip.

The skip is what radio waves do
when the sun goes down. During the
day, the ionosphere absorbs the “sky
waves,” the waves that go up from a
radio station’s transmitter. But at
night, the sky waves bounce of it and
come down to Earth hundreds of miles
away.

And some of them are landing at
your house. Just turn your radio on
and listen as stations you've never
heard, cities you've never seen, close
in. Start at either end of the dial (530
or 1600) and turn the tuning knob slowly. Local
stations, the ones you hear by day, will still come
in clear, of course. But you're hunting for the
weaker ones in between. Turn slowly; listen care-
fully. When you hit one that’s faint but hear able,
stop and tune it in good. See what's on --a ball
game, a talk show, some local politician promis-
ing jobs for everybody. Periodically, especially
around the half-hour, they'll identify themselves.
When they do, listen for the station's call letters,
the frequency they‘re broadcasting on, and their
city. You've gota hit! Then turn the dial and find
another one.

Once you've made a pass all the way down the
dial, try rotating your radio 90 degrees and do it
again. Most AM antennas are inside the set (that
pull-out antenna on top is just for FM) and turn-
ing the radio turns the antenna. Use this to help
tune in a station too; if the signal is weak, turn the
radio a little bit each way and see if it gets stron-
ger.

Some people like to keep track of the stations
they hear. It can be fun just to scan the dial and
see who's out there, but for a lot of Dxers (Dxing is
radio shorthand for long-distance listening) a big
part of the hobby is logging- recording- your re-
ceptions and sending off for QSL cards.

QSL is more radio shorthand. It means “Did
you copy?” and a QSL card is a radio station’s con-

firmation that you did indeed hear them. Drop a
note to a station you heard (a postcard works fine,
and so does a letter) telling them your name and
address, the date and time you heard them on, how
strong their signal was, and -don't forget this part-
what was on the air when you picked them up.
The station will send you back a QSL card with a
fancy design, or a picture of their antenna, and
maybe even a note from the station engineer.
(Sending a self-addressed stamped envelope
doesn’t hurt your chances either.) Keep it up and
soon you'll have a collection.

You can make keeping track of what you've
heard easy with a logbook. A spiral notebook
works fine; paste a picture of Guglielmo Marconi
on the front if you want. Inside, set up columns to
record the frequency, time of day, station ID, sig-
nal strength and what was on. Jot
them all down as you pick up each
station, and then you can get the in-
formation easily later on when you
send off your QSL requests. My son
Todd suggests putting a map of North
America on your bulletin board and
sticking pins in each city you log, so
you can see at a glance where you've
been.

In between the stations, there’s
plenty of crackle and pop. You don't
get that on cable TV, not even on the
premium channels. That static says
you are alive and wired to the world.
In the summer, you can hear thunder-
storms coming over the air, booming
and hissing between pitches in a late-night West
Coast ball game.

In between the shows, there are plenty of com-
mercials, and there are no commercials like night-
time AM radio commercials. They sell ginseng and
itch powder, vitamins and Ovaltine. You can hear
America selling, and they're selling on the skip.

You don't need a fancy radio. It doesn’t hurt, if
you have the cash, but we did our exploring with
a Sony portable 1 brought for a dollar at a yard
sale. And that dollar took us from Boston to New
Orleans withouteven trying hard. It's easy to drive
to California in a brand-new Cadillac. Make it
there in your old Pinto, though, and you have brag-
ging rights.

The one item you really should have is a pair of
headphones. For one thing, they shut out some of
the room noise and let you hear better. For an-
other, they’re a lot more ... well, more radio-like.
Any fool can lie on the couch and watch MTV. But
with your phones on patched straight into the
ether, you are one with the airwaves, there at your
desk on the surface of the planet, drawing the sig-
nals in out of the night sky, channeling that Chi-
cago talk show host st:raigﬁt from the ionosphere
to your ear.

Plus you'll look really cool when your little
brother comes in to see what you're doing. Tell
him you're riding the skip.

Minor league baseball adds up as Ray Nemec’s lifetime pursuit

Ray Nemec knows just about everyone who

has donned a cap and glove to play minor league .

baseball.

Quite an amazing feat considering the j

Naperville resident is just 69 years old while pro-
fessional baseball will celebrate its 129th birthday
in April. Yet throw a dog into the mix and the
“nation’s foremost authority on minor league play-
ers,” as dubbed by the late Lee Allen, former his-
torian of the National Baseball Hall of Fame in
Cooperstown, N.Y,, is stumped.

According to an 1884 report by a Terre Haute
(Ind.) newspaper, a minor league team from Yor-
kers, N.Y. had a dog handle its left field duties, in-
cluding running the balls that it retrieved back to
the third baseman.

Nemec, who has records on better than 100,000
minor league players dating back to 1871, has no
other account of the incident, yet does not deny
the fact that the dog might have played. The rea-
son for Nemec's pleading ignorance is simple. “The
article never said what the dog did at bat,” he
laughed in retelling the story.

It is also one of the reasons why Nemec has
served as the official scorer at all Will County Chee-
tahs home games each of the past two seasons. He
does not want to get stumped again.

With so many independent teams forming over
the past few years, Nemec has found obtaining
information on such recent players “the most dif-
ficult it’s been since the 1940s.”

Sgch was the case with the Will County Claws

ack in 1995 because that organization never
forwarded box scores to Howe Sportsdata Inter-
national, the company which compiles all minor
and major league statistics these days. Nemec, for-

teams. Shortly thereafter, he learned of the Base-
ball Guide, an annual publication that featured the
statistics of every player at both levels of play. Thus,
the infatuation was born.

Today, Nemec has no trouble finding a copy of
either periodical as both are just an arm’s length
away from his makeshift office in the basement of
his home. He has every annual of the Baseball
Guide since its inception in 1877 and each issue of
The Sporting News from its beginning in 1886 until
1960 on microfilm.

What it has all led to is Nemec having compiled
the complete statistics for all players and all leagues
since 1955. That’s just the complete account. With
the reference materials that he has, Nemec is con-
fident that he “has the means to work up anyone’s
record (since the beginning of organized baseball

Most
transistor IF stages will not have enough voltage
to harm the ceramic filter, but it’s better to be safe
than sorry.

I have some Murata ceramic IF filters. The
CFWM455] filter is small and can be used in all
but the smallest of transistor or IC radios. They
are 1/4 + 1/4 + 1/2 inch in size. The 6 db band-
width is +-2 kHz. The price is 5 dollars postage
paid and 6 dollars postage paid outside the USA.
