OCT 14 1201 — Segué from nortefia music
to national anthem - this is really a fine piece of music and I don’t tire of hearing it,
especially this orchestral rendition, yet multi-verse so you never know when the final
cadence will really end it, and so you don’t have to hear the bloodthirsty war-mongering
lyrix, rendered instead by violins. 1205 segué to also fine Chihuahua state anthem, this
with lyrics by baritone. 1206 full ID for La Nortenita, XEBU 91.7 and 620 with 25 kW,
“llegando a Ud. en alta definicion” — really? Maybe IBOC on FM? Never hear the noise
around it on AM, unlike from 620 KMIK The Metroplex, which this habitually dominates
on sunrise skip (and much of the night as well). The 25 kW presumably applies to 91.7, as
620 power is listed as 5/1 kW in Cantd, WRTH, 10/1 kW in IRCA. Thanks to non-
direxionality and southern-advantage, even if really running 1 kW at night, XEBU is the
dominant 620 here, as we're in a hole among U.S. stations, all of the nearest ones with nulls
more or less toward Oklahoma. [Hauser-OK]
MEXICO XEFB Monterrey, NL OCT 13 0959 — Mexi-tune, 1000 “Desde Monterrey...
XEFB... XEFB... la FB,” time check and back to Mexi-tunes. [Krueger-FL] OCT 13 1159 —
“Somos Radio México, Monterrey,” i.e. XEFB, that being their group rather than specific
slogan. Oops, I see XEFB is missing from the 2012 IRCA Mexican log; hope they got it in
the 2013. [Hauser-OK]
MEXICO XENQ Tulancingo, Hgo. OCT 14 1059 — End of male talk, abbreviated anthem
from 1100, call and slogan not copied and into ballad from 1102. At 1110, “NQ, NQ...” and
at 1112, “NQ, 90 punto 1...” Another new XE for me. [Krueger-FL]
MEXICO XEORO La Mera Jefa, Guasave, Sin. OCT 12 1211 — Time check for 6:12, phone
numbers; 1212 now it’s “6:14” so the studio clock must be a sesquiminute fast; then guy on
the phone with detailed “estado del tiempo” weather forecast for the entire nation; must
have mentioned every state, until 1220 finally gets to “nuestra region del Pacifico norte,”
outro as named Rodriguez; 1221 “desde Guasave, Sinaloa, Noticias en Punto -
Multimedios.” Then on to a report on “estado de fresas” — strawberries? They are
measured in cubic meters, “almacenados” with impressive flow rates — oh, it's about
“presas” = dams and their storage and release capacity, etc. at 1223 UTC. [Hauser-OK]
MEXICO XEN La 69, México, DF OCT 16 1210 — Promo with 800-numbers, XEN with full
ID, 100,000 watts, street address, Grupo Radio Centro, amid a show which runs from 6 a.m.
to 1 p.m. (CT). KGGF nulled. [Hauser-OK]
MEXICO XEGD La Poderosa, Hidalgo del Parral, Chih. OCT 11 1224 - “La Poderosa” ID
and romantic song; earlier there was some hum, but no big dead air pause today. OCT 12
1225 — Choral national anthem is playing at odd time; 1226 bit of a song about Chihuahua
and Parral, then ID for “XEGD, La Poderosa,” and also FM on 90.3, “sistema combo”; full
name of city “Hidalgo del Parral” is rarely heard. Hidalgo means noble or aristocrat, but
probably derived here from name of an historical figure. This station habitually gets off to a
rough start in the mornings, with dead air, hum, variable sign-ons, etc. [Hauser-OK]
MEXICO XE]JCC Extremo 720, Cd. Juarez, Chih. OCT 11 1209 - Studio talk show pauses
for Grupo Radio Centro plug, romantic song in English, loops west/southwest, so no doubt
this only Mexican in the northwest, then mixing with another Spanish station much further
east which I can still hear by nulling the first one, but that’s not XEDE Saltillo now, instead
KSAH Universal City, Texas, since San Antonio mentioned, and 1216 ad in Spanish for A-1
Car Stereo, on I-10, and also has 877- toll-free number. KSAH is listed with ESPN Deportes,
but this may have been a local show as well as local ads. [Hauser-OK]
VENEZUELA YVKS RCR Caracas SEP 29 2300 — ID, “En RCR, 750 AM”; fair/dominant.
[Connelly-MA] OCT 12 0358 — Huge, over CBC Newfoundland with “RCR deportes,”
mentions of Venezuela and sports coverage. [Taylor-PE]
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CUBA R.Rebelde, Victoria de las Tunas OCT 18 0900 — Good, over WABC; ID with organ
music, “Rebelde la Habana, la emisora de la revolucién,” UTC-4 time check and more organ
theme music, parallel 530, 550, 560, 600, 670, etc. [Conti-NH]

MEXICO XESFT La Poderosa, San Fernando, Tamps. OCT 12 1206 — Full ID for “La
Poderosa... 25 afios sirviendo a la region,” XESFT, also FM 103.7, “Grupo Radiorama, la
cadena que une a México,” then live show about Tamaulipas. Did not hear the “Triple T”
slogan mentioned, but maybe missed it. This with KSPI Stillwater completely nulled, and
it’s too late for WBBM to be a problem. [Hauser-OK] OCT 18 1124 — Mexi-tunes, the usual
male canned ID with FM and AM frequencies, female canned time checks. [Krueger-FL]
MEXICO unID OCT 16 0614 — Some station is now off-frequency enough to the low side
to make a low audible het with WBBM, approx. opposite direction, as it’s not Pueblo music
which makes only a slow SAH with WBBM. At 1216 with KSPI nulled, I am again hearing
that het with a station in Spanish, but stepping up and down to nearby frequencies with
BFO, KSP1 is also off to the low side. [Hauser-OK]

VENEZUELA YVMN R.Coro, Coro OCT 18 0501 — Under WBBM; llanera instrumental,
promo, “Radio Coro 780.” [Conti-NH]

BONAIRE PJB TransWorld Radio, Kralendijk OCT 17 0038 — Spanish preacher in passing,
some WPLK Palatka, Florida co-channel. Anyone remember hearing R.Netherlands relayed
here early evenings decades ago? [Krueger-FL]

BAHAMAS ZNS3 Freeport OCT 13 0901 — Under WGY; faded up with multi-station ID
mentioning FM 104.5 ZNS3 and, “...Inspiration 107.9 FM, the station of the nations, all
gospel all the time 24/7.” OCT 18 0900 — Over/under R.Progreso and WGY; multi-station ID
including FM 104.5 ZNS1 and FM104.5 ZNS3. [Conti-NH]

CUBA  R.Progreso, Guantanamo OCT 18 0500 — Wobbling through WGY. At 0900
over/under WGY and ZNS3; chime with UTC-4 time check, “A Primera Hora” and theme
music parallel 640 and 690 kHz. [Conti-NH]

MEXICO unID OCT 12 1228 — Rough hum loops northeast/southwest, overcome at 1229
by WHB Kansas City as it pops onto day power and pattern, but can still hear the hum for a
while. Only two XEs in the northwest part of the country: XESB R.Mexicana, and XERSV
Tribuna Radio, per Cantd, so XESB is most likely. Altho KXOI Crane (Odessa), Texas is on
the way with Spanish religion. [Hauser-OK]

CUBA R.Progreso, Ciego Avila OCT 12 0900 — Over/under WNYC; ID with theme music,
“Radio Progreso, cadena nacional, la onda de la alegria transmitiendo desde la Habana,
Cuba, primer territorio libre,” and chime with time check, “Las cinco en punto,” into “A
Primera Hora” program. [Conti-NH]

CUBA CMHW Doblevé, Santa Clara OCT 13 0300 — “Desde Santa Clara, Cuba”; mixed
with WHAS, others. [Connelly-MA]

MEXICO XEM Chihuahua, Chih. OCT 13 1220 - “Milenio Radio, 103.7, éxitos de todos los
tiempos,” then Elvis” “Love Me Tender” (in English), easy with KOA nulled. [Hauser-OK]
CUBA R.Progreso, Chambas OCT 16 0608 — Parallel 900, same song in Spanish from
southeast vs co-channel interference on both, surely R.Progreso. There are also Progreso’s
listed on 810, 820, 850, 880, 920, 940, etc., which one might also be able to log by parallel to
890 if not 4765 at this hour. [Hauser-OK]

MEXICO XEOK OK 900 AM, Monterrey, NL OCT 12 1202 — Federal PSAs, ID only as
“900,” 1203 teléfonos en cabina 83-77-97-73 y 83-79-88-39 for call-ins to live show from
Iglesia de — Impacto. Googling on Mexican phone numbers is usually unproductive and so
are these, but there is an Iglesia de Alto Impacto of the Disciples of Christ in Monterrey, as I
already strongly suspect this is XEOK. You might think radioacir.net would go to network
HQ in the DF, but it’s actually XEOK’s own page, and displays the two phone numbers at
the bottom, except 83-77-95-73 instead of the -97- I must have miscopied. Beware: website
autolaunches audio whether wanted or not. [Hauser-OK]

VENEZUELA YVRQ Caracas OCT 13 0600 — Good, out of up tempo music with four
descending “doorbell” chimes, “una treinte uno minutos” time check and minute-long male
promo in Spanish for the station’s sports, business news, and news from Venezuela and
beyond. Then more doorbell chimes and back into music. [Taylor-PE]

PUERTO RICO WIPR Mdxima 940, San Juan OCT 12 0459 — Strong, in the clear in auroral
conditions, out of music piece with many mentions of “Maxima 940” in Spanish. Then
back into traditional music at the top of the hour. [Taylor-PE] OCT 13 2301 - ID, “Esta es
Maxima, Nueve Cuarenta AM”; poor to fair. [Connelly-MA]

MEXICO  XEJ Cd. Juarez, Chih. OCT 16 0609 — Really lovely heartfelt version of
“Malaguefa Salerosa,” maybe Linda Ronstadt? But no back-announce, just 0612 ID as “La
Jota Mexicana, 970 AM.” Salerosa refers to salt, salty? Witty? What does it really connote
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in this title? Google translate can’t handle saleroso/a at all. 950 and 970 stations have no
problem getting past my local 960 KGWA, while my other 1 kW local, 1390 KCRC, blocks
its adjacent channels and desensitizes even further ones. [Hauser-OK]

MEXICO XEYC R.Formula, Cd. Judrez, Chih. OCT 16 1243 — Two stations in Spanish, one
of which IDs as 103.3 y 970, Radio Férmula, i.e. relaying the network flagship in the DF;
Canta does not cross-reference 103.3 on the 970 frequency listing, but separately does have
103.3 as XERFR too. [Hauser-OK]

MEXICO XEEP R.Educacion, México, DF OCT 11 0500 — Fair, with children singing the
national anthem of Mexico. Only Mexican station on this frequency, so leaves little doubt it
was XEEP. Thanks to Barry Davies and Jean Burnell for hints on the national anthem.
[Taylor-PE] OCT 13 0901 — Over KYW; flute folk music, ID, “Radio Educacién, 1060 de AM,
desde la ciudad de México, cien mil wats de potencia, en internet radio educacion punto
edu punto mx, Radio Educacion.” [Conti-NH] OCT 13 1206 — R.Educacion ID amid heavy
co-channel interference, mainly from KIJN Farwell, Texas, the cheating 10 kW all-night
“daytime” gospel-huxter on the New Mexico border, playing praise music in Spanish, and
also easily recognizable by the fast SAH it makes with anything else. When that’s nulled,
XEEP confronts KGFX opposite from South Dakota. XEEP is now the only Mexican left
with a nationally clear channel on MW, 100/20 kW, but does little good up here. (XEB 1220
now confronts a daytimer in Saltillo.) They ought to upgrade their shortwave to fulltime,
high power, and preferably better frequencies than 6185; that'll never happen. [Hauser-OK]
OCT 15 1000 — Under KYW; choral national anthem. [Conti-NH]

CUBA unID OCT 11 0300 — Weak het against 1160; measured 1159.001 kHz. [Conti-NH]
1159 is surely Cuba. For a very long time, there have been strong carrier-only modulations,
sometimes 24/7 (all audible quite well daytime here), on 1121, 1159 and 1179 kHz. My first
log of 1159 was July 29, 2012. All DF to the western side of the island. While creating a het
on 1179 may seem obvious to inject additional noise against R.Marti, Marathon (as if the
multiple R.Rebelde transmitters on 1180 aren’t enough), the reason for the others are less
clear. In Cuba, not everything makes sense. For instance, there’s no need to keep
R.Enciclopedia on 530 with R.Marti gone for years there, yet it continues (to my pleasure as it
provides excellent background listening when I am home daytime). There’s one or two
Rebelde transmitters on 530 as well. One could speculate that adding two R.Rebelde and a
R.Bayamo to 1620 was intended to create havoc on WDHP U.S. Virgin Islands, which was at
one time rebroadcasting a segment of R.Marti programming overnight (unconfirmed but I
believe this ended long ago, too). There have been other 1 kHz offsets, such as R.Rebelde on
671 kHz. Although barely modulated it was definitely Rebelde audio but disappeared late
last year or at least by early this year. In the 1970’s/1980’s, 1141 was used 24/7 to create a
het against WQBA Miami. [Krueger-FL]

MEXICO XEDCH Ke Buena, Cd. Delicias, Chih. OCT 13 0559 — Full ID for XEDCH and its
FM; hardly any R.Rebelde problem, but instead from KFAQ Tulsa IBOC noise, and KZOT
Nebraska, but the latter can be nulled. Yes, XEDCH is the call I heard instead of as in
current Canti XEJK. IRCA Mexican Log 2012 does list it as XEDCH parallel XHDCH 95.3.
WRTH 2013 splits the difference with XEDCH. All agree on the Ke Buena slogan. [Hauser-
OK]

CUBA R.Ciudad del Mar, Aguada OCT 17 0018 — Very good with romantico vocals, clearly
canned male and female reverb at 0027, ID. Deteriorating after 0030 UTC. [Krueger-FL]

OSL Information
BENIN TWR Parakou OCT 12 — QSL card, schedule and tract received today from TWR
for an AUG 31 2013 reception. Signed by Lorraine S., from the Swaziland address. The
card says I heard this on 156 kHz, but I think everyone knows the actual channel! That’s
my 60th verified country of 78 heard. [Renfrew-NY]

NOAA Space Weather Outlook

Issued October 14 — For the period October 14-November 9, 2013

Solar activity is expected to be at low levels with a chance for isolated moderate level events
through the forecast period.

There is a slight chance of proton events at geosynchronous orbit during the first week of the
forecast period as Regions 1861 and 1865 move into more favorable positions in the western
hemisphere.

The greater than 2 MeV electron flux at geosynchronous orbit is expected to reach high levels
until 20 October in response to recurrent coronal hole high speed streams. The remainder of the
period is expected to see moderate to low flux levels.

Geomagnetic field activity is expected to be at unsettled to active levels on 15-17 October with a
slight chance for minor storm periods. This elevated activity is expected in response to coronal mass
ejections that occurred on 11 and 13 October coupled with the effects from a positive polarity
coronal hole high speed stream. Unsettled to active levels are also expected on 24 October in
response to a coronal hole high speed stream. The remainder of the forecast period should be
mostly quiet in the absence of any more transient solar wind features.
