We also operate the first FM stereo stat-
jon in the State of Hawaii on a frequency of 95.5 megacycles with
an effective radiated power of 37,000 watts feeding a Jampro 8
bay antenna 200 feet above the ground. We are on the air from
4:30 AM to 12:00 PM daily.

—— The station is owned and operated by the Christian Broadcasting
Association, a non-profit corporation dedicated to the purpose
of broadcasting the Christian message throughout the Hawaiian
Islands and the South Pacific. Our programming is predominatily
popular concert and classical music with religious programming in
the early morning hours as well as during the day on Saturday and
Sunday.
