This will verify your report of reception of WKOX on
the night of April 17 when we were conducting equip-
ment testse.

WKOX operates on a frequency of 1190 k¢ with a signal
output of 1000 watts. Our transmitter is a Raytheon
RA-1000 and uses a pair of 833's in the final stage.
The final stage of the modulator is glso a pair of
833's. Our antenna is a Wincharger Type 101 and is

210 feet highe. Surrounding the tower is a copper screen
30 feet square and we have 120 radials 200 feet long
(#10 bare copper wire) radiating from the base of the
tower,
