of 1510 kHz., with a two-tower directional pattern during the

day, and a four-tower pattern at night. Because of the restrictions
on where our signal may travel, WMRE is aimed primarily east during
our night time hours. This is why our—night time signal is
frequently heard-in Eurepe.

WMRE, formerly WITS, is an all-music nostalgia format. We feature
hits of the 1940s, 1950s, and 1960s. We feature news right before
_the top of the hour. Because of our format, we are known as "The
Memories Station.”
