The UAE Radio from Abu Dhabi was set up on 25th of Feburary 1969 under the name of Abu Dhabi Radio with six
hours transmission in Arabic only. With the formation of the seven Trucial Emirates into a Federation “The United

Arab Emirates” on 2nd December 1971, Abu Dhabi Radio assumed the present name and has grown enormously since then.
