A word about XRMG, Our transmitter is a new RCA BTASOF1,
which uses air cooling of the big tubes throughout., It
is located about eighteen miles Southwest of Tulsa on a
high hill six miles south of Xeystone, Oklahoma. It was
not far from our transmitter site that the first oil well
in Oklahoma was brought in about fifty years ago. We use
threc towers in the daytime and six at night. All the
towers are 275 feet high, arranged in a parallelogram,
end covering nearly onc hundred acres, Our ground system
covers thc area like spokes in a wheel frem each tower.
More than eighty six miles of copper wcre used in its
construction.
