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— In an attempt to “silence the Voice of
Vietnam”’, on December i8th, 1972, US B.x2
strato-fortresses carried out carpet-bombings
on the Radio stransmitting compound. Ho-
wever, the Voice of Vietnam was interrupted
for only ¢ minutes,

— From 1975, the Voice of Vietnam has be-
come the single national Radio of the Socialist
Republic of Vietnam, with 2 services.

— The home service, broadcasting in Viet-
namese with the total air-time of 50 hours
a day:

— The overseas service, being on the air 22
hours each day in 1 languages: Fnglish, French,
Spanish, Japanese, Indonesian, Thai, Pekinese,
Cantonese, Russian, Lao and Khmer.
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THE VOICE OF VIETNAM

— The first program of the VOICE. OF VIET
NAM was broadcasted on September 7th, 1943,
five days after the late President HO CHI MINH
read the Declaration of Independence at the
Ba Dinh square in Hanoi (September 2nd),
giving birth to the Democratic Republic
of Viet Nam, now the Socialist Republic of
Viet Nam.

— From 1946 to 1954, together with the entire
Vietnamese people, the Voice of Viet Nam took
part in the anti—French war of resistance, The
Radio moved to the resistance base in Viet Bac,
For all the difficult circumstances, the Voice
of Vietnam never >gogased. its beoadcast, with
the familiar annoucement: * This is the Voice
of Vietnam, broadcasting from an area near
Hanoi capital ”.

— During the anti—US war of aggression from
1954 to 1975, together with its twin—brother,
LIBERATION RADIO, the Voice of Vietnam
successfully fulfilled a double-strategic task,
namely; ‘“to build and defend socialist North
Vietnam, to liberate the South, and reunify
the country”
