Our frecuency checks are heard monthly at approximately the sane
time.

Our transmitter is a Bauer Model #707 which delivers 1000 watts
into a 72-ohm load at 1530 KC. The antenna is a 186' vertieal
tower which is slightly longer than 1/4 wave at ‘equally spaced
coover radials 165' long plus a 50' by 50' copper ground screen.
